The church there is currently without a pastor, but their unity and body life is remarkable. There are about a dozen disciples there who love the Word, and are looking for a shepherd to lead them. 


On our way to Albania we passed through Skopje, Macedonia. This is a beautiful city with a rich history. The Gospel is received well with no hindrances. We were there for four hours, and made two contacts for a future Bible study. They also offered to translate tracts into Macedonian for outreach. We are scheduling trips there once a month and the Albanians are planning to join us.
